	Hypothesis that is supported by general personal experience, or by related evidence, or by similar circumstances involving other submarine casualties

	Hypothesis that is supported by specific personal experience, or by specific evidence, or by specific circumstances involving other submarine casualties


	6
	As in 5, but by considerable evidence and/or very specific similar circumstances.
